Organic waste, such as kitchen or 
garden waste

This includes:

Dead fl owers, eggshells, garden waste, 
vegetable waste, hair, coffee grounds, 
potato peelings, food leftovers, nut 
shells, fruit peelings, tea leaves, paper 
towels, tissues, house plants, citrus 
fruit rinds

It should go to:

Biowaste bin

Please no:

Ashes, fi sh leftovers, meat lefto-
vers, animal litter, hygiene articles, 
sweeping, vacuum cleaner bags, 
diapers, cigarette butts   bin for 
residual waste;

Plastic bags   Yellow bag/Yellow bin

Paper  
Paper, cardboard

This includes: 

Cardboard fi les, brochures, books, 
offi ce stationery, copy paper, boxes, 
prospectuses, corrugated paper, clean 
paper bags, magazines, newspapers

It should go to:

Paper bin, recycling yard

Please no:

Coated paper, grease-proof paper, 
wallpaper   Residual waste bin

Beverage containers   Yellow bag/
Yellow bin

Glass  
Bottles, glass
Please sort according to colour – 
green, brown, white

This includes: 

Wine, sparkling wine, juice and ketchup 
bottles, jars that had vegetables, jam 
and other canned goods in them, other 
glassware

It should go to:

Public glass containers, 
Recycling yard

Please no:

Car glass   Auto repair shop;  

Lead glass, light bulbs, heat-resistant 
glass, ceramics, china   bin for residual 
waste;  

Window panes, energy-saving bulbs, 
mirrors   Recycling yard

Light-weight packaging
All packaging material made of 
plastics, metal and compound 
materials (no glass or paper)

This includes:

Aluminium foil, empty paint pails, and 
tubes, drink cartons, tin cans, bottle 
caps, plastic containers and bottles, 
metal packagings, milk cartons, plastic 
bags, plastic cups, styrofoam parts, lids 

It should go to:

Yellow bag/Yellow bin

Please no:

Paper, cardboard   Paper bin

Glass bottles   Glass container

Wood, buckets, china, pots, pans, toys 
  Recycling yard

Residual waste 

All waste that has no recycling 
value  

This includes:

Pharmaceutical waste, ash, CDs, slides, 
fl oppy disks, paint (dry), colour ink 
cartridges, duvets, meat and fi sh resi-
dues, photographs, light bulbs, animal 
bedding, hygiene articles, sweepings, 
broken china, vacuum cleaner bags, 
wallpaper, diapers, cigarette butts.

It should go to:

Residual waste bin

Please no:

Mirrors, pollutants, building waste
    Recycling yard

Pollutants  
Pollutant waste 

This includes:

Paint remover, waste oil, batteries, 
disinfectants, energy-saving bulbs, 
paints (liquid), stain removers, wood 
preservatives/coatings, adhesives, 
varnish, leach, fl uorescent lamps, 
pesticides, detergents

It should go to:

Recycling yard Kirchheim or 
recycling yard Wieblingen

Please no:

Colour ink cartridges, paints (dry), 
medicines   Residual waste bin

Paint cans (empty)   Yellow bag/
Yellow bin
